
Sailers with disabilities wrap up course

The Consell de Formentera Department of Sport reports that the summer course in beginners’
sailing for islanders at the Centre de Dia ended at noon today.

  

Working with monitors from the Municipal Sailing School (Escola Municipal de Vela)
participants learned their way around a boat and the fundamentals of sailing, plus came away
with familiarity sailing solo. Eight students set out with monitors from both the school as well as
the dependent care facility on the final outing, which concluded with a dip at the beach.
