Instruction is available for five groups of beginners (A2), two groups of intermediate B1, three
intermediate B2 and two advanced C1. First quarter instruction won’t include advanced level C2
because DGPOLING has announced that January’s exams will not include that level. Course
schedules are made available during the registration process.
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
