Formentera firefighters drain car parks hit by rain at ses Salines

Having worked throughout the afternoon and into the evening on August 10, fire crews of the
Formentera Council resumed water removal efforts today after rainfall left parking areas in the
ses Salines nature reserve flooded.

Parc Natural de ses Salines, which comprises llletes and Llevant beaches, limits private parking
in order to ensure access for emergency vehicles. As a result, response operations today meant
fewer park visitors could enter the park, with car queues overflowing to the adjacent highway.

Council officials expect the park will see a return to semi-normal conditions by tomorrow and
have thanked ses Salines employees as well as local police and Guardia Civil agents for their
work dealing with traffic slowdowns and redirecting visitors to other beaches.
